NPS/Rosettes Direct Home Produced Championship - Riders of home produced ponies can wear a white arm band.
These ponies , if owned by NPS members, are then eligible to qualify for the final at the NPS Summer
Championships Show 2011. The following classes are eligible for this championship NPS/Micor Demolition M&M
Leading Rein and First Ridden Championship NPS/Ringside Stud M&M Open Ridden Championship.

The highest placed pony owned by an NPS member in each class will qualify for the Final. Where this pony has
already qualified the pony standing next in line which is owned by an NPS member and has not already qualified
receives the qualification. Qualification may go no lower than 3™ place. Judges and/or stewards are requested to
check membership cards prior to presenting the qualifying rosettes. NPS Adult/Standard members will be required
to upgrade to Adult/Showing to enter the Final.

NPS/www.horsequest.co.uk Mountain & Moorland Ridden Silver Medal Rosette Championship
